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INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY (ICT) POLICY

The school aims to offer children the opportunity to explore and enjoy ICT and equip them with the skills and understanding necessary to succeed in the modern world.  ICT can be an exciting medium for learning, providing motivation, a sense of purpose and supporting the development of data handling and study skills.

Children will:

· Learn to use ICT confidently and purposefully

· Access the NC Programmes of Study for ICT

· Follow the QCA Scheme of Work for ICT for continuous progression

· Develop ICT skills within their work in all Curriculum areas

· Use ICT both collaboratively and independently

· Reflect on how ICT is used in life inside and outside the classroom

· Use the Internet in a structured, meaningful and increasingly independent way and as an aid to research

· Be timetabled one hour per week dedicated to ICT experiences and additional time toenhance any curriculum area of the class teacher’s choice.

· Work in pairs or small groups, with support from the teacher or other adults where available

· Observe class demonstrations and have regular ‘hands on’ experience.

The  school has a separate policy on Internet use.

ICT development will be assessed and reported by:

· Teachers recording in the planning when children use the computer and the type of ICT activity undertaken.

· Children owning their own ICT folder in which one piece of evidence for each QCA unit will be kept, usually an integrated task concluding that unit.

· Work displayed in the classroom and around the school

· Work saved to ‘My documents’ or a shared area

· Discussion with children about software uses and the outcomes of simple assignments.

· Summative assessment of child’s attainment in relation to the NC levels

· Parents receiving a written report on attainment in the subject.

ICT provides particular opportunities for pupils with SEN or disabilities, and we make reasonable adjustments to ensure access for all pupils.
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
