Policy for the Arts

At Brundall School we are committed to entitlement in the arts, providing all children with the opportunity of being able to engage in the arts as makers, performers, exhibitors and audience.
We will:

· Provide each of the arts as part of the core curriculum at Key Stages One and Two.
· Seek to recruit high quality teachers including those with arts expertise.
· Ensure all teachers and support staff have regular opportunities for professional development in the arts.
· Develop high quality facilities and resources for learning and teaching of the arts.
· Provide opportunities for development of those transferable life skills arising from successful arts education – the creative use of imagination and considered risk taking, co-operation, tenacity, emotional intelligence.
· Provide children with regular opportunities to experience the work of professional artists through visits to art galleries, installations, concerts, workshops with artists and other partnerships.
· Use opportunities provided by the arts for pupils to know and celebrate the range of world cultures that are reflected in the arts.
· Ensure that the aims are translated through the objectives for individual subjects into classroom practice.
· Provide opportunities for the wider community of school staff, governors, parents, local schools, industry etc. to have access to our arts programme through performance, workshops, exhibitions and concerts.
· Monitor the quality of provision in the arts regularly, providing a systematic programme of staff development ensuring that children experience high quality teaching in the arts at al stages of school.
· Ensure that reasonable adjustments are made for pupils with disabilities.
· Review our policy through a two-year cycle and ensure it is ratified by the Governing Body.
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
